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PASTORAL MESSAGE

Greetings in the name of our Risen and Glorified Lord and Savior,

March and in the midst of Lent - what a feeling! The temperature has been going up and just two weeks
since Ash Wednesday, which is almost half way through Lent, and we can feel the excitement in the air - the
anticipation and the winding up to celebrate the Resurrection. If you not aware of it, Easter is April 1 this year.
That’s only 31 short days away, not a lot of time, but look at this way - there are an additional six opportunities
to worship and praise God. My prayer is that everyone would take every opportunity to join together in worship
during this Lenten season.

| want to also take this opportunity to address a subject that has come up once again in our Church
community. And that subject is Church membership and what it means to us as a family of Christ. Let me start
with a question, how many of us would love to be able to afford a country club membership? The yearly dues
would afford you the right to use the pool, the banquet facilities, the sauna, the golf course, not to mention the
extravagant social parties which are put on to entertain you, and of course, you would pay for all this luxury. In
essence, you would pay to have someone serve you. That is the concept of country club membership.

Now let’s look at Church membership. You joined the Church by way of Holy Baptism; there was a vow
made at your Baptism, given by your parents to renounce the devil and to state publicly to the entire
congregation that they believed in the One and only Son of God, Jesus Christ. That one simple act, performed
by the pastor but given as a gift from God Himself, made you a part of the body of Christ, thus becoming a
working, serving member of the Church. And it was at your very own confirmation ceremony when you stood
before that same congregation and confirmed the vows made on your behalf, so many years ago.

How does paying for a membership to a country club differ from Church membership? It’s quite simple.
When you pay to be served you have the right to complain. When you were adopted into the Church you are to
serve and not expect to be served. I point you to Matthew 20:28; just as the Son of Man did not come to be
served but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for many. I think it could not be any clearer, that if you are
looking for and not getting anything out of the worship service, then maybe you are a member of the wrong
country club. When did your perception of membership change, causing you to think of only yourself and not
the body of Christ? Maybe it’s time to ask yourselves “What am I doing to grow the kingdom? What I am doing
to hinder the workings of the body of Christ? Do I sit in the pews one hour a week? Do | complain about the
message? Do | help the kingdom by making sure that | am a part of the body working to bring the message to
the nations? Or do | want to be served?

This Lenten season is the perfect time to ask yourselves those questions, to repent and seek God's guidance,
all the while looking to the cross for your strength and your salvation.

Itdés a new year .t akédsstaotck mef whleea wear past in order
when we sit down to plan and implement what we want to accomplish and even change. Part of that is
planning our stewardship for the coming year.

Often we find this difficutand daunting and even joyl ess. But it do
simple and full of joy. So here are some tips to make that planning less stressful. You begin by answering
these three questions: Who are you? To whom do | give? And how much?

So, who are you? The Table of Duties in the Smal/l Ce
Are you a citi-zen of society? Are you a member of a family? Stewardship covers these three estates: church,
society, famil y.lystwegletb@inedd socety or famity..Ourastruggles, our difficulties and our
guestions arise in giving to the church.

So, what is our duty as members of the church with regard to giving? The Table of Duties, again, gives us a
guide. If you are a hear er , a member of the church who receives
receives instruction in the word must share al/l good
congregation is primary.

Your pastor isthe one calledtopr each t he Gospel to you and admini st
you. Your con-gregation is the place where those things happen. Thus, when God calls us to give to the
church, He has the local congre-gat i on i n mind. For fi t htehosé who greabhatlee ¢ o
gospel should receive their living fromthegos-pel 6 (1 Cor . 9:14) .

How much do we give to the local congregation? Our only instructions are these: to give regularly (1 Cor. 6:17
2), propor-tionally (1 Cor. 16:1i 2; 2 Cor. 8:12), and generously (2 Cor. 8:20) of our first fruits (Gen. 4:4; Prov.
3:9; Lev. 27:30) with a spirit of eagerness (2 Cor. 9:2), earnestness (2 Cor. 8:7), cheerfulness (2 Cor. 9:7), and
love (2 Cor. 8:23).

In other words, giving to the church is not to be an afterthought, given after everything else is spent. In this
way, it is deliberate. We give regularly i weekly, bi-weekly, monthly, quarterly, or yearly i keeping in mind our
own strengths, weaknesses, and limitations. We set it aside beforehand i before anything else is spent.

From those first fruits, we set aside a proportionate and generous amount. Ten percent was the standard for
the Israel-ites. This was a command for the ancient Israelites. We can give as much as we want, but ask
yourself: do we really want to be less generous than was commanded of the Israelites? Is the job of the New
Testament Church bigger or smaller than the job given to Israel?

And how are we to give it? We give it with eagerness and earnestness. We give it cheerfully and with love, not

out of compulsion. For through the preaching of the gospel and the administration of the sacraments, God has
made us His children, forgiven us all our sins, given us grace upon grace, promised us life everlasting with Him

in His kingdom, and filedus wi th Hi s own Spirit, the Holy Spirit.

that He accomplishes here on earth, providing for the ongoing preaching of the gospel as well as those who

are in need. Taking part in that makes all our work holy i work that is done in service to the Lord as priestly
members of His kingdom.
